Layout

1. Pull string line along fence location. Mark plagations at 97” on center (92" between postsjairon center
(67" between posts) depending on section size.

2. Dig holes 12” in diameter and at least 2’ deep.

Post I nstallation

1. Post height is determined by keeping the bottota for the fence 1 3/4” off ground. Keep fenegght visibly
consistent (allow for any small dips in ground).

Section Installation

3. Cap the edges of the first and last plank with-thannel against the post.

Tipsand FAQ

1. When determining post placement allow for gdtaseded. Spacing for gate opening is the nonvindih of
the gate. Example; a 3’ gate requires a 36” ogge(the gate is downsized to allow for the gate Ware).

2. Before inserting rails into gate posts, use tijoe to close ends of the rails so concrete frme the posts
can't get into the rails. (Gate posts need an alumipost stiffener or be filled with concrete pateginstalla-
tion instructions) Gate posts are the only pdsts need reinforcing under normal circumstances.
