Installation Guide

Always check local building codes, and locate all underground utility lines before beginning installation.

Layout
1. Pull string line along fence location. Mark plugations at 96” on center (91” between posts).
2. Dig holes 12” in diameter and at least 2’ deep.

Post I nstallation

1. Post height is determined by keeping the bottota for the fence 3” off ground. Keep fence héighibly consis-
tent (allow for any small dips in ground).

2. To help keep even spacing between posts cia@spoard at the needed distance between postoiihthe next
post against it as you set the next post.

Section Installation

3. Before inserting rails into gate posts, use tijot to close ends of the rails so concrete frisiée the posts can't
get into the rails. (Gate posts need an aluminust gidffener or be filled with concrete per gatstallation instruc-
tions) Gate posts are the only posts that neaforeing under normal circumstances.
